Alliant un modele de
proximité avec leur écosysteme, les 59 Centres collégiaux de transfert technologique (CCTT) des
cégeps du Québec ont su mettre en place une véritable contribution au développement et a
I'innovation sociale, technologique et économique du Québec, tout en comptant sur un nombre
croissant de chercheurs doctorants pour mener ses activités. Le panel proposé, comptant sur la
participation du Conseil supérieur de I'’éducation du Québec et du College de Maisonneuve, permettra
de jeter un regard croisé sur la recherche menée dans les cégeps québécois ainsi que sur celle qui a
cours dans d’autres établissements comparables.

The Magna Charta Observatory is
currently producing a new Magna Charta Universitatum. It will address societal issues, sustainability
and the responsibilities of universities to society through values that are relevant for the future.

University College Cork UCC Ireland has been working with the National University of Colombia (UNal)
to develop Capacity Building for Sustainable Universities and Campuses. Inspired by Green Campus
developments in UCC, UNal created a task force to collaborate and share best practices and develop
collaborative research and embedding sustainability into formal and non-formal curriculum.
Workshops in Amazonia in 2017 and Cork in 2018 with community partners have developed
collaborative research projects related to SDGs. Universidad Veracruzana (UV) in Mexico has joined
forces through CoSustenta, an award-winning Community Engagement program, to explore
interdisciplinary approaches to exploring themes of sustainability at local, national and international
level through research projects that include co-supervised postgraduate students.
